Starting something new! 

Intro: Our assembly today is focussed on starting something new.

Game: get three volunteers – say they are going to try something ‘new’ before they come up.

1. have a box with a hole cut out and children have to feel thing inside.

2. give children a piece of equipment they’ve never seen before – what does it do?

3. give children an unusual fruit – Chinese lyche for example. 

Talk: All of these children tried something new today, and they felt a little nervous, afraid maybe, scared, worried, anxious…. It can be quite daunting to start something new, even for adults, whether it be starting a new job, new school, or even new piece of work. 

We all have to start something new sometime in our life – you never know it can lead to some interesting journeys (share own experience of trying something new, which changed the way u thought, meant you did something and now love it).

Story (could get children to act out): something like ‘We’re going on a bear hunt’ can adapt for KS2. 

Talk: New things are scary and daunting, but with the help of our friends and families (and God) we can get through them and what’s new can turn into a great journey. I was scared when I first started working at this school, but it has took me on a great journey and I have met some great friends and all you children!
