	Explain how responses to changes in the environment might increase the chances of survival.
Construct simple food chains and webs based on observation of habitats.

	Observe responses to seasonal change found in local environment.
Describe how Autumnal changes affect particular creatures and plants.

Make collections of evidence to support Autumnal changes.

Make use of bar charts and pie charts for comparison of species.  Area of irregular shapes for comparison of leaves

Use ICT, labelled drawings and sketches, poetry, mathematical graphs and diagrams to display findings.
Make own/group/class conclusions from their findings.

Make comparisons with peers living in another area, i.e. Kinlochard/Aberfoyle.

Show results of knowledge and experiments in a structured, written form using illustrations to support text.
	
	Explain the effect Autumn has on creatures and plants in our local environment.
Choose in some cases with teacher assistance, the variety of ways to collate and display information.
Report conclusions on own findings and compare with a partner living in a different area.
