Referencing

You must reference anything you use in assignments/essays that has come from somewhere other than your own head.

If you read some information from a book and use it – you must reference it
If you find an interesting sentence in a page of text – you must reference it

If you find information on a website – you must reference it

If you don’t reference, this is called plagiarism and is serious. 
How to write your references

· The reference list must be on a separate page (usually at the end of your work). 

· All sources are listed in alphabetical order of the author’s surname.

· Leave a space between each source.

· For books, you must show the name of the author (person or people who wrote the book), the year the book was published, the name of the book and the name of the publisher (company who published the book).

· For websites you just show: author of the information you are looking at, date of the website, title of the page of information, website address (full link)
Some examples of referencing

Book

Skamp, K 2004, Teaching Primary Science Constructively, Nelson Australia Pty Limited

· This is a book written by Keith Skamp.

· The year of publishing was 2004 (found inside the book cover).

· The title of the book is written in italics.

· The book was published by Nelson Australia Pty Limited.

Website

Ducksters 2014, Ancient Greece, viewed online 24th June 2014, 

http://www.ducksters.com/history/ancient_greece.php
· The website I used was ‘Ducksters’

· The year of publishing of the document was 2014 (often found at the bottom of the website).

· The document was called ‘Ancient Greece’ and has been written in italics.

· The website was viewed on 24th June 2014.

· The website address is written so others know where to find it.
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
