TRADITIONAL TALES – ks1 group/pair/individual self-checking activity
To make up
Separate each statement board from the response board and mount both separately on card. Cut out and separate the completed response cards. Glue each completed response board to the back of the corresponding statement board. Laminate all pieces.

To use
Each board will need 5 counters to be placed on the response board in a position to indicate whether the statement is true or false. Once completed, the statement board can be turned over to reveal the correct positioning of the counters.
This activity is particularly useful in stimulating discussion in a small group and offers opportunities for group support in reading.
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
