You are a grumpy customer of the shop who has just seen the child steal the bar but you do not like the owner of the shop.



	John

You are the child who has taken the Mars Bar.  You saw what happened to Bob. He was bullied and pushed by a group of boys. They forced him to give them his lunch money. You are Jackie’s best friend.

	Shopkeeper

You saw John take the mars bar but know it is your daughter’s best friend, you pretend you have not noticed. After all it is only worth 45p.
	Security guard

You have a real issue with kids stealing sweets and you want to catch and report them all.

You suspect you have just seen a child steal a mars bar but not sure. You push for the truth.
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Week one PSHE – Summer term 2007.
Speaking and listening P.S.H.E. lesson on Honesty.

The focus of the lesson:    

· is to allow the children to add their views and listen to other views.  

· Is to form opinions about this situation.  

· Is to realise the situation of being honest.

· Is to look at all the angles before you make judgements.

You will need groups of 6 children each with a role to play. Give each child a set of cards with all the characters.  This is a great opportunity for the teacher assessment on speaking and listening skills.

If the opportunity arises it would be good to swap the cards so that the children share the dilemma of at least one other character in this scenario.

Learning outcome:

· pupils improve their speaking and listening skills.

· express themselves adequately.

· pupils should spend time on drama and debate. (report published in 1999 by the QCA)

· become confident speakers and listeners.
