	Whole class intro to discuss symbols we use in everyday life. Show children examples and ask them to write on whiteboards what instruction or information they give us. Explain to the children that Aztec writing was a system of glyphs. Show children Glyphs from photopack, page 8 photo 6. 

Children to use the ICT suite to research into designing their own Glyphs for a selection of words given. Write word codices on board. Explain that Aztecs use Glyphs to produce books called codices. 

Discuss differences between codices and modern books. Work with a partner to produce a four page codex made up entirely of Glyphs. Codices will be written based on the theme of the Aztec empire and the building of the Aztec city of Tenochtitlan.

Aztec Glyphs. Look at Aztec glyphs (picture writing). Interpret what some of the pictures might be. Discuss Picture Writing. Explain compound glyphs and make own glyphs based on place names e.g. Braintree. 

(Complete activity How to Make an Aztec Codex, which looks at the different symbols.)

Pc33 Reflect on and evaluate their own experiences and set personal goals

oa25 Identify how their bodies work in different challenges


	
	Lesson 1:

Task 2: physical challenge and problem-solving activities

Take part in a range of activities that involve working with, and trusting, others in your class. The teacher suggests activities, such as:

one person who can see leading their blindfolded partner over difficult ground (this might include obstacles), or helping their partner to carry out some simple tasks

one person who can see, but is not allowed to move, helping a group of blindfolded people to complete a task, eg making a square from a line or rope

a blindfolded group following a ‘night line’ ​– a line or rope around, over or through a safe course.
Lesson 2:

Task 3: physical challenge and problem-solving activities

In teams, complete a range of problem-solving adventure games, eg cross an ‘electric fence’ made from elastic, without any of the team or the equipment you are carrying touching it; cross a divide using stepping stones, while carrying ‘precious’ materials.

	The acting face: Choose words from a known song that tells a story. Ask the children to walk round the room in any direction. On a given sound, eg a cymbal, each child turns to a partner, and speaks the words of the song with expression, as if telling a story. The cymbal is played again, and the process is repeated. Later, perform the activity by singing the song using as much expression as before. Did your partner reflect the story in his/her facial expression?

How do I add variety to the song?: Take a song and decide whether certain verses would be effective if sung by a small group or solo. Discuss with the class what tempo/dynamics would be appropriate. Try humming a verse of the song, or singing to a chosen vowel such as ‘oo’. Try a tapped rhythm, tuned/untuned percussion or a guitar accompaniment. Would it be effective to try one verse unaccompanied?

How can the children accompany their songs?: Sing a song and take a short rhythmic or melodic fragment from the song for the class to sing or play. This can be used as an introduction or ending to the song. If it is repeated throughout the song it becomes a vocal or instrumental ostinato.
