	Lesson 2:

Compare map with picture of city. Can children orientate the picture to the map? It is not entirely clear and should produce some good discussion. 

Consider why the Aztecs built in the middle of a lake. Advantages: defence. Disadvantages: difficulties of building in water, lack of space to farm. 

Discussion In Tenochtitlan. Discussion: which building do children think is most likely to be the temple? Why? What might other public buildings be? 
Compare picture of Tenochtitlan with picture of Tudor London. What similarities? What differences? Explain that Tenochtitlan was the biggest city in the world at the time.
Homework:

Consider what artefacts from the year 2007 you would put in a "timebox" (a shoebox) for archaeologists in 500 years time to discover. What might the archaeologists be able to tell about our daily life?
Look at a "timebox" containing a range of pictures of Aztec artefacts. Now we are the archaeologists. What can we deduce about Aztec life?

	Lesson 1:

Help the children to understand the conditions, rules and regulations for a task. Ask the children to practise and discuss strategies with others. Help them to use their experience of similar challenges when deciding what strategies, skills and equipment they need to use. 

Teach the children how to plan their strategies and approaches carefully, considering a range of factors, eg the route, time constraints and fitness of group members. Talk to them about how to work cooperatively and allocate and share roles and responsibilities.
Lesson 2:
Task 1: orienteering activities and journeying

Working in pairs or small groups, complete an orienteering course using a map. The challenge is to find between eight and 12 controls in under 45 minutes. The course will be in the school grounds.

	Diction: Continue the work begun in year 3/4 on vowel sounds. Try singing ‘Do you chew blue glue?’ (‘oo’), ‘Ah, there’s Pa’s car!’ (‘ah’) and ‘We three bees need trees!’ (‘ee’). To develop clear diction use tongue twisters. To develop staccato sounds, the children should practise repeated patterns, feeling their tummy muscles contract, eg ss ss ss or ss hh ff tt, or imagine blowing out a candle in short bursts, eg fff fff fff. To encourage legato sounds ask the children to imagine a long piece of chewing gum coming out of the middle of their forehead as they sing, which carries all the words.  The children to link this work on letter sounds and the new phonic framework.  The children to develop the use of Aztecs notation to produce diction sound work.
Legato and staccato: Teach the children a variety of songs that require legato and staccato singing. Discuss with the children how these particular techniques help create the desired mood/feeling/ texture, etc. Discuss the words of the song with the children to decide which are the key words that portray the setting and mood of the song. Can you find a way of singing these words to create the right effect?
