	Introduction

Use the picture flashcards to introduce vocabulary. Look over the pattern Mae gan, inputting the vocabulary to complete sentence.
	Remind children of clothes vocabulary and Mae gan. Practice sentences. Show children how to create longer sentences, by using more vocabulary.
	Recap vocabulary using flashcards, revising language pattern Mae gan. Discuss activity sheets 15/16
	Practice using the patterns by describing the characters out of the book and the children guessing. Allow children to describe the characters.
	Recap the language pattern by describing the characters from the book and pupils from the class

	Activity

Read through the book ‘Y Blwch hud’ recognising the pattern Mae gan. Read through the book again identifying the descriptions and understanding.

Ask children to form a sentence using Mae gan and inputting vocabulary about a friend.
	In pairs children can create longer sentences orally about the characters in the book.  Children can then record their sentences into their books using the patterns on the board.
	Children are to complete page 15/16 by reading the descriptions and matching them up.
	Allow children to use the whiteboard to draw a person according to descriptions off the rest of the class.  Children to assess whether they have understood as they go along.


	Children are to complete differentiated worksheets:

1)reading the sentence and drawing a picture to go with description

2) Completing the sentences and drawing the pictures

3) Writing the sentences and drawing the pictures



	Plenary

Once children are comfortable with pattern ask them to add another describing word to the sentences in the book. Encourage children to read the sentences together
	Ask children if they can describe a member of the class using knowledge.


	Ask children to read back the completed sentences to the rest of the class.
	Children to choose a pupil and describe them using the vocabulary


	Ask children to how their pictures and read out their descriptions.

	Plenary

Children can then play guess who using pupils in the class.
