Remembrance Day

Resources: Remembrance Note Book

· Using page 1 of Notebook, show picture of the poppy and discuss who has ever worn one and what do we know about why we wear one. The ‘answers’ are on the next page.

· Page 3 gives a bit more detail about poppy selling.

· Page 4 contains In Flanders Fields to read to the children.
· Page 5 has a picture of the war memorial in Greenhead Park. This could stimulate discussion about who has ever been to a war memorial and why we have them. The bronze plaque is the Newsome war memorial which was displayed in the entrance to Newsome Mills. It has since been stolen.

· Page 6 contains an extract from For The Fallen. You could read it to the children and say the last line together, as would occur during a Remembrance service. This could provoke some thoughtful discussion about how they feel, and any other reasons why we have a Remembrance service (opportunity to remember loved ones, learn about the past as well as the present, reflect on the human cost of war and above all think about the importance of working towards peace.) Clicking on the Woodlands link will play The Last Post.
· Page 7 contains details about Huddersfield’s Remembrance service.

· Children could write their own poem of remembrance, possibly in relation to WWII or the service men and women involved in recent conflicts. 

· There are also some case studies saved in the folder of people alive now and receiving help from the Royal British Legion which could be shared and discussed with the children.
