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Follow these instructions to make a tube shaker.

· Take a piece of paper and draw around the bottom of your tube.

· Cut out the circle.

· Stick one circle onto one end of the tube using masking tape.

· Pour some rice into the tube.

· Stick the other paper circle onto the other end of the tube.

· Decorate the tube.

Making a rain maker.

Follow these instructions to make a rainmaker.

· Take a piece of paper and draw around the bottom of your tube.

· Cut out the circle.

· Stick one circle onto one end of the tube using masking tape.

· Pour some rice into the tube.

· Stick the other paper circle onto the other end of the tube.

· Take some cocktail sticks and push them through the sides of the tube.
· Cut off the ends of the sticks so that they are not sharp.

· Wrap masking tape around the tube to hold the sticks in place.

· Decorate your rainmaker.

Making a plastic shaker.

Follow these instructions to make a plastic shaker.

· Draw around the base of each plastic pot onto paper.

· Cut out the two circles.

· Stick them onto the base of each pot using double sided sellotape.

· Pour some rice into one of the pots.

· Stick the other pot onto it using masking tape.

· Decorate both ends of the shaker.
Making a box shaker.

Follow these instructions to make a box shaker.

· Take your box and turn it inside out without damaging it.

· Stick it back together using masking tape but leave one end open.

· Pour some rice into the box.

· Tape up the other end of the box.

· Decorate the box.

Making a bamboo scraper.


Follow these instructions to make a bamboo scraper.

· Put your bamboo into size order.

· Tie a piece of string around the first piece of bamboo.

· Thread the string in and out between the pieces of bamboo.

· Tie the string at the other end.

· Draw around the whole thing on some card.

· Cut the shape of the card out.

· Stick the card onto the back of the bamboo to ensure the sticks are held together well.

· Take a separate piece of bamboo to use as a stick and scrape it along the other pieces to make a sound.
