Scene 1 - In Sam’s Bedroom 
Mum: Now come on go to sleep I have checked all the cupboards and under your bed and there are no monsters. 

(Sam lies down and goes to sleep)
Monster dance – all other children come onto stage with monster masks and dance. 
Sam: (Wakes up crying) Mum, Dad they were here! 

Mum and Dad run in 

Mum: Oh Sam, how am I going to help you understand that monsters are not real? 
Sam: Can you tell me a story? 
Mum: Ok I will tell you a special story called a Myth. 
Dad: A myth is a made up story that has a hero, quest and a monster. 
Scene 2 - Odysseus and the Cyclops

Narrator 1: The war was over. 
Narrator 2: After ten years of fighting brave soldiers were on their way home. 

Narrator 3: One of them was Odysseus, King of Ithaca. 

Narrator 4: As the men rowed out to sea, a powerful storm hit and the men became very tired, 
Narrator 5: Soon they began to fall asleep at their oars. 

Narrator 6: As they snored, the storm blew the ship off course and they awoke near an unknown island. 

Narrator 1: Odysseus knew they were lost. 

Odysseus: I’m sure someone must live in those caves

Solider 2: They might be friendly!

Solider: Let us see if they can help us find our way home

Narrator 2: Carrying some wine, Odysseus and the soldiers set off towards the caves. 

Narrator 3: The first cave was huge but no one was in so they sat down beside the fire and waited. 

Narrator 4: Soon there was a noise coming up the path. 

Narrator 5: It was the island shepherd driving his flock to the caves. 

Narrator 6: As they entered the cave Odysseus gasped. 
Narrator 1: The sheep were the biggest he had ever seen. 

Narrator 2: The shepherd was a giant. The size of ten men with a single eye in the centre of his forehead. 

Narrator 3: He rolled a massive boulder across the entrance to keep the cold out. 

Narrator 4: Turning, he saw the visitors. 

Cyclops: (he roars in delight) Supper!
Narrator 5: Picking up two men, the giant gobbled them down licking his lips. 

Odysseus: How dare you eat my men!, We come in peace!

Cyclops: I’m Polyphemus the Cyclops. Who are you?

Odysseus: I am o... Nobody, why ever did I bring a present for you?

Cyclops: Present? I won’t eat you if you give me a present! 

Narrator 6: Odysseus pointed at the wine and Polyphemus grabbed it and gulped it down. 
Cyclops: Very nice, Nobody, 

Odysseus: will you let us go now? 

Cyclops: I don’t think so who would I eat for breakfast? 

Narrator 1: Laughing, Polyphemus finished the wine and then fell fast asleep. 

Narrator 2: While he slept Odysseus and the soldiers tried to move the huge bolder but it was too heavy. 

Narrator 3: Odysseus had an idea. 

Narrator 4: He sharpened the end of the giants crook and plunged it into Polyphemus’ eye. 

Narrator 5: Waking with a scream, Polyphemus attracted the other giants outside the cave. 

Cyclops 2: What’s wrong, is someone in there with you?

Cyclops: Nobody’s in here with me! 

Cyclops 2: That’s good.

Narrator 6: Polyphemus was very angry, he shouted 
Cyclops: you and your men won’t get out of here alive!! 

Narrator 1: The Cyclops rolled back the bolder to let the sheep out into the field. 

Narrator 2: As the sheep left, Polyphemus spread his hands across the cave entrance to make sure the men did not escape. 

Narrator 3: Odysseus quickly told his men to cling on under the huge sheep. 

Narrator 4: Polyphemus did not feel the men as he stroked each sheep. 

Narrator 5: So Odysseus and his crew escaped and returned to their ship. 
Narrator 6: If Polyphemus had realised he was being fooled Odysseus and his men might not have been so lucky. 
Mum: Has that helped sam? 
Sam: I think so but what about all the monsters with sharp teeth, scary claws that like to eat little boys? 

Dad: They are made up as well, made up for fun by boys and girls like you. May be you could make you own monster at school today. 
Scene 3 - Moving Monsters At School 
Miss G: Today we are going to make our very own monsters. Monster that move!!! 
Katie: But this is a pile of old rubbish!
Ryan: Miss Gumbrell I understand that we can recycle this junk to make monsters but how will we make them move! 

Miss G: Good question Ryan. I have asked some very clever scientists who will be able to help. 

Scientist 3: Good afternoon children. 
Scientist 1:  To make moving monsters you will need to make a simple pneumatic system. 
Scientist 2: mmm yes, yes, yes!! A pneumatic system using air pressure, yes air pressure!
Scientist 3: Pneumatic systems make these things work (blows party blower, scientist 2 blows a huge recorder and scientist 1 puts on a pair on armbands)  

Scientist 1: To make your system you will need two syringes and a piece of tube (other two show the equipment) 
Scientist 3: When you push one end the other end will move. 

Molly: (puts her hand in the air) is it magic? 

Scientist 2: looks like it but no it’s the air inside being compressed from one side through the tube into the other side. That makes it move. 

Max: (puts his hand up) But I still don’t understand how that can make a monster move. 

Scientist 1: here’s one we made earlier!!  

Scientist 3: (using a big pointing stick) as you can see, the pneumatic system in inserted here and is operated from here.

(Lots of ohhs and wows from the children)

Molly: It’s really moving! 
Scientist 2: Good Luck children bye bye!!
Miss G: Ok 3HH I think you are ready to make your own monsters now. We will show them when you are done. 

(Children move into two groups and throw boxes about, pull big strips of tape out and wave big paint brushes about).

Miss G: (claps 3 times – children stop what they are doing and copy) times up lets tidy up and see your moving monsters. 
(Children put all the resources into a box and sit in their groups with a monster take it in turns to show the monsters and say a little about them)

 Miss G: Fantastic learning today well done! 

Scene 4 - Back at Home in Sam’s Bedroom  
Sam: Mum, Dad look at my monster isn’t he amazing and he’s not scary at all! 
Dad: He’s great Sam and you seem to be understanding that monsters are fun not scary. 

Sam: You’re right. At school we also wrote poems about our monsters and they could be scary, friendly or funny. I liked _____ and _____ the best. 
(Sam thinks about his day –and the two children read their poems)
Mum: Wow Sam sounds like are ready to go to bed and not be afraid anymore. 

Sam: I love monsters now and understand that they are nothing to be scared of.
(Sam goes to sleep and Monsters come to dance and Furry Happy Monsters – Muppets and REM)
