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Chapter 1

· Identify how characters personalities are built up through description of actions and speech, as well as physical descriptions.

From reading Chapter 1 what do we already know about Jed- find examples in the text of descriptions, actions and speech that tell us about him.
Chapter 2
· Use punctuation to follow meaning and read aloud with expression and fluency.

· Re-read to make sense of sentences with more than one clause.

Discuss skills involved with reading aloud and what we should do with different types of punctuation. Talk about how we can sometimes lose meaning with longer sentences and therefore re-reading may be necessary. Group to take turns practising reading aloud.

Chapter 3

· Understand how authors can convey the passing of time in stories; keep track of time passing.

· Understand how chapters and paragraphs are used to organise, order and build up ideas.

Read Chapter 3- how much time has passed since the start of the book? How does the author show this? Discuss use of chapters and paragraphs. Children to produce story maps to show main events so far in order and with indications of time e.g. Day 1 evening, Day 2 early morning etc… 

Chapter 4

· Identify the point of view from which a story is told and understand how this affects the readers response.
Read Chapter 4 and establish that this story is told by a narrator not from the one of the characters points of view. Talk about how the story might be different if it was told from one of the characters points of view. Ask children to rewrite a section of Chapter 4 but from Dino’s point of view.

Chapters 5 & 6
· Talk/write about books expressing likes and dislikes and backing these up with reasons.
Finish book then discuss and complete a book review sheet.
