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I Spy Rimes – for 1 or 2 players
How to play

· Each player has a rime board and 11 counters.

· Shuffle rime cards and place face down in a pile.

· Players take turns to turn over a rime card and read out the rime by saying ‘I spy with my little eye a word with the rime (and say the rime).

· If a player can match the rime to a picture, they place a counter over the picture.

· The first player to match rimes to all of their pictures is the winner.
· Remember to print on cream card if using with a dyslexic child.
