A clear main heading telling the reader what 

the instructions are about.
Numbered stages – to help organise the 

steps in a set of instructions

Sub-headings – to break down the main jobs in 

creating our finished product.

A ‘You will need’ section – highlighting what you 

will need using bullet points.

Useful diagrams, illustrations or photographs 

to help the reader to see what it should look 

like along the way.

More than one instruction for each sub-heading -
so each section is easy to follow with enough 

detail to help the reader.
