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· Full stops. 

· Capital letters (including names and places!).

· Commas (mini-pauses and when you use connectives).

· Apostrophes (if in doubt, leave it out!). 

Spelling

· Say the word, sound it out.

· Words checked in the dictionary if you’re still not sure.

Paragraphs

· A new paragraph for each subject.

· A new paragraph for a new speaker.

Can you improve the words you have used?

· More powerful verbs (e.g. ‘slammed’, instead of ‘placed’).

· More adjectives, although not too many!

· Adverbs (e.g. quickly, nervously, brilliantly).

Have you used enough varied CONNECTIVES?

Can you drop in a subordinate clause? 


Can you show, as well as tell?

(Sam, biting his nails nervously, shuffled his feet backwards and forwards).
