Letters and Sounds Assessment… Which phase?
Phase 2 Sentences

1. Nan had a red dog.

2. A sad man put socks on a mat.

Identify any incorrect initial sounds, final sounds or short vowel sounds. If so the child may need extra work on phase 2 (see P69-70 of letters and sounds teaching programme).

Phase 3 Sentences

3. I am in such a rush to see a coat at the shops in town tonight.
4. Look! The ship hit the surf with a  bang.
Identify any incorrect vowel graphemes (as coloured blue above) and consonant vowel digraphs (ch, sh, th and ng – coloured red). If these are identified the child may need extra work on phase 3 (See P101 of letters and sounds teaching programme).

Phase 4 Sentences

5. The tramp just burnt the toast to a crisp.
6. The frog jumps in the pond and swims off.
Identify any mis-spelt words, as in this phase ‘phase 3 graphemes’ are used to make CCV, CVCC and CCVCC words. If these are identified the child may need extra work on phase 4 (See P126 / 7 of letters and sounds teaching programme).

Phase 5 Sentences

7. At the weekend Pete needed suncream to hurry to the beach and see the sea!
8. Shall I wear blue shoes or boots?

Identify any incorrect phonemes, as in this phase you teach alternative spellings of phonemes. If these are identified the child may need extra work on phase 5 (See P151-157 of letters and sounds teaching programme).
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
