	Objective
	To spell unstressed vowels in polysyllabic words
	To spell words with common letter strings and different pronunciations

	Revisit, Explain, Use
	Show examples of words with unstressed vowels. What do these words have in common? Why might they be difficult to spell? Beat the syllables of the words, showing that when split into syllables the vowels can generally be heard, but they can’t be when the word is said. Explain that we are going to be looking at strategies for spelling such words.
	Revisit the term phoneme, and look for digraphs and trigraphs with different pronunciations (eg ea: bear, read, lead, deaf). Explain that the same spelling can have different pronunciations, and look for words containing the igh spelling (eg light, weight, sigh), grouping them according to pronunciation.

	Teach, Model, Define
	Give examples of words containing either unstressed or silent vowels. Model strategies for spelling the unstressed part, e.g. spell speak, words within words. Give pupils three words and ask them to find strategies for remembering them. Discuss strategies and repeat for other words.
	Pupils to write words containing ough letter string, and place them according to pronunciation. Then ask pupils to look at words containing ear letter string. Can they group them according to pronunciation? Do they notice any patterns?

	Practise, Explore, Investigate
	In pairs pupils should choose ten words with unstressed vowels. They should write them down, and put a way of remembering each one.
	Children to work in pairs, collecting and grouping words with the letter string our. Then try other letter strings, looking for patterns (oo, ei, ice, au).

	Practise, Explore, Investigate
	Look at words in which the consonant is silent, or unstressed. Can pupils find strategies for spelling these words?
	Play snap with words containing the same letter strings. When they get two words that sound the same/ rhyme, they can snap.

	Apply, Assess, reflect
	What is an unstressed vowel? Can pupils give examples? What strategies are there for spelling words with unstressed vowels? Dictate two sentences containing words with unstressed vowels. Ask pupils to compose their own sentences using words with unstressed vowels.
	Dictate two sentences with the same letter string, but different pronunciations. Pupils to compose two sentences containing words with the same letter string but different pronunciations.
