	Stepping stone – KUW/PSE 

	Resources needed 

Lard, bird seed, extra sunflower seeds, pumpkin seeds, yoghurt pots, with string fed through bottom.

	Lesson summary 

	Introduction

Ask children what they already know about mixtures.  Ask about what sort of things they eat which might be mixtures.

Look at resources.  Ask chn what they might be for.  What do birds eat, in the winter?  Would we like to eat that sort of thing?  Offer chn sunflower/pumpkin seeds to investigate, and taste if they wish to.

Ask how we might give these foods to the birds.  (On bird table, what about birds too big for the table?)

Suggest making fat ball feeders using ingredients, discuss how we will do that.

Guided Group Task  1  (Mrs R)
Soften lard on radiator, use forks to mix in seeds.  Fill pots, and put in fridge to set. 

Guided Group Task 2  (Mrs H)  Make bird seed feeders
Independent Activities

Make a mixture of bird seeds and raisins ready to use in bird feeders made by Red group.  Investigate using magnifying glasses.
