	1
	· to learn about the different types of environment

· to use geographical vocabulary


	Intro -  Either ask children to brainstorm  names of environments or show pictures (use photo pack) of different types of environment.  Get children to highlight the different features that the environments have such as cold, mountainous, grassland, treeless etc
Activity  - Divide the class into 6 groups. Give each group a type of environment to research. (Desert, tropical rainforest, moor land, marshland, woodland, coral reef)  With younger children or less able, perhaps just focus in the ones that are easier to research. Use library or internet. Children to produce poster/page in book about that environment. Other groups to feed back and children to record main points into their books as a record. 
	Use pages 2 & 3 in Folens photo pack ( info on different environments)

	· to learn about the features of a mountain environment
· to use globes, atlases and maps

· to learn about the distribution of major mountain areas
	Intro -  Explain that we will be focusing on mountains as our environment this term.  Look at pictures of mountain, (use internet or photo pack) what are the same/different about all of them?  Make a list in their books.
Activities – Give children an atlas. Look at a map of the world. How can they recognise the mountain ranges? What is the symbol that is used? Working in pairs, children are to complete a table that has he headings ‘Mountain range/highest peak/height in metres’ ( Use p.6&7 in book Mountains Children’s study book to help if necessary)
Children can then use the internet to research a particular mountain environment, considering environment, weather, if people live there, how they earn their living, if tourists visit or not’ and can then do fact file in their books.

	· What is the definition of a mountain?

· What and where is the highest mountain in the world?
	Intro.  Explain how a mountain is formed. MAC have pages 8,9,10 & 11 from Mountains book and research themselves. Draw diagram in books. MAC recognise that there are different types. 
Activity – Explain that today we are going to study the highest mountain in the world – Mount Everest.  Reiterate where it is on the map. (part of the Himalayas) 

Use Photo 1 and questions from p 4&5 in PCET to discuss Mount Everest. Photocopy pages 18&19 in Children’s book and get children to highlight key information then feed back and make fact file about Everest. Draw star diagram or poster in book. 
EXT – Use missing word exercise from op of p.5 in PCET and copy into books.

	· to imagine what it would have been like climbing Everest for the first time
· to write a diary extract imganing that they had/were climbling Everest.


	 Intro – Recap what we learnt last week about Everest. Imagine what it would have been like climbing, children to give responses. 

Activity – Give children some back ground to attempts to climb Everest, how people had died doing it previously so people must have been scared giving it a go. Discuss how they still would have done it. Read extract from http://imagingeverest.rgs.org/Concepts/Imaging_Everest/-75.html and get children to write a diary extract, either the night before Edmund Hillary and partner try to go up, or after they have reached the summit. Think about what they would have seen, felt , though etc.

	· The height and location of the highest mountain in England

· to consider safety issues when climbing mountains

	 Introduction – Reiterate what we found out about Everest last week. Explain that we will be studying the highest mountain in England this week (Scafell Pike).  Highlight on their maps if they have not already done so, where it is.

Activity – Children are to imagine that they are going to have a weekend in the Lake District. This is going to include walk up Scafell Pike. Children have to plan a route to the Lake District, and what they would put into their bag for a walk up Scafell. Children can they either a) draw a bag in their book and draw everything that they would need to take/ design a poster attracting people to come to Scafell Pike and what you can do there.. 

Plenary – Share work and see what different item children have put into their bags.

	· to consider the different climate on mountains

	Intro – Discuss what they think the weather on mountains may be like. Explain that it can be very different to the surrounding land. Use PowerPoint (lesson 2)
Activity – Read the page from the Woodland internet site (http://www.woodlands-junior.kent.sch.uk/Homework/mountains/climate.htm) ad ask the children to make notes. 

Using the word filling exercise from p.23, children are to copy into books, filling in the spaces. 

Ext – Using weather rainfall statistics from the Alps (see Abi) children are to compare rainfall in Northampton and the Alps and make statements about it.

	· To understand how avalanches are caused
· To understand how dangerous mountains can be

	Intro – Discuss what dangers they think there might be on the mountains?  Discuss avalanches and what causes them. Use PowerPoint (lesson 2)
Activity - Children are to draw a simple diagram of how an avalanche is caused and bullet points in the form of an explanation text to explain how it happens. Recap from work on explanation text. 

Using PowerPoint Lesson 2 explain what a glacier is. Look at examples of the U shape (see picture of scar fell pike) that has been cause by the Glaciers. Again draw a diagram in their books to explain what is is and the effect of it?
