	1
	To understand when the Victorian period occurred and who Queen Victoria was.
	Explain to children that they are starting a new topic called ‘The Victorians’. Brainstorm any ideas on the board about what children already know about this subject. Why do they think it is called the Victorians? Who was Victoria? Etc. Use talking partners to find answers. 
Give children a copy of Picture one ‘A young Victoria’ and also display it from CD on the IWB. Explain to the children that this is Queen Victoria. Tell them that she came to the throne in 1837 and was only 18 years old. Ask the children how do you think Victoria was feeling on this portrait? Elicit that she was probably scared about the prospect of running such a big country at such a young age.

Now give children a copy of Picture two ‘Victoria and Albert’s Wedding’ and also display it from CD on the IWB. Tell children that they got married in 1840. How old was Victoria when she got married? Explain how the couple went on to have 9 children but sadly Albert died very young in 1861 from Typhoid. Explain that because she was so sad about his death from this point onwards Victoria was always seen wearing black because she was ‘mourning’ her husband.

Ask children to place the pictures side by side on their desks. Can they decide what kind of pictures they are and how they have been made? Elicit that they are engravings. Do you think the Queen is rich or poor? Why? How can we tell that the wedding was an important wedding? Eg the clothes of the bride and groom and the others, the fact that someone engraved a picture of it etc.
Give children a copy of the Victorian Timeline and ask them to stick in their books. Together locate and label the date of Victoria and Albert’s wedding. 
	In turns children take the hot seat role of the young queen and let the children ask about how she felt becoming and queen and how she felt at her wedding.

	
	
	Children to complete cut and stick time line activity in books.
	Provide children with a range of resources and computers to use in pairs and set them the task of finding out about Victoria’s marriage to Albert.
	Provide the children with a range of resources and computers to use independently and set them the task of finding out about Victoria’s children.
	

	2
	To understand about the generations after Queen Victoria.
	Recap on last lesson. Show children the photograph of an older Queen Victoria with her great-grandchildren. Explain that this photograph was taken in 1901, a year before she died. Discuss why she is wearing black (mourning her husband Albert). What can the children find out about Queen Victoria and her great-grandchildren from this photograph? Discuss the size of their garden, the clothes they are wearing, that the children look well-fed. All these things help us understand that the family was a rich one.
	Plot together Queen Victoria’s family tree.

	
	
	Children to stick photograph in their books and write a few sentences explaining how you can tell that this is a rich family.
	Children to use books and computers and in pairs they are to work out who the children in the photograph are.
	Ask the children to research Victoria’s family tree from her ancestors to her own great-grandchildren. Demonstrate how to draw a family tree and ask children to compile one with the information they have found.
	

	3
	To understand that many children worked in Victorian times.
	Recap last lesson. Show children picture of child crawling in the mine shaft. Explain that royal children were rich but many children at this time were very poor. Children were subjected to the harshest living and working conditions imaginable. They worked 12 hour days often longer and didn’t go to school. Children as young as five worked in the mines. Ask children how they would feel going to work everyday? Why do they think small children were ideal for working in the mines? Do they think the rich children worked? Why?
Children to be given 10 minutes to complete differentiated cloze procedure about children working and stick in their books.
	Children to come up and read their diary entries. Other children to ask those questions as though they are the Victorian child.

	
	
	Children to complete Diary Entry Day 2 about a child’s day at work using pro-forma provided and stick in books.
	Children to complete Diary entry Day 2 using pro-forma provided to guide and write in books.
	Children to write a diary entry. About a child’s day at work and illustrate.
	

	4
	To understand how home life was different to life today.
	Recap on last lesson. Use the smart board presentation from Primary resources-Found under History/Victorians/A day in the life of. Show the presentation and answer the questions it sets.  Discuss the different household objects and how they are similar/different to today. Explain to children that in mixed-ability pairs they are going to research one household object and produce a fact file and illustration about it.
	Children to feed back their findings in the form of presentations to the class about their house hold object

	5
	To understand who helped improve the lives of poor Victorian Children and how.
	Recap on last lesson. Ask the children what they think needed to be done for Victorian children. Talk about Lord Shaftsbury and how he helped children, placing key events on the time line from the first lesson. Show children power point from primary resources history/the Victorians/lord Shaftsbury and discuss together how he helped children. 
Explain to children that in mixed ability groups they are going to produce a fact file about Doctor Barnado another important person in Victorian Times. Ask if children have heard of the charity Barnado’s? What do they think it does? Who does it help? Explain that they will be using the computers to find out as much information about Doctor Barnado and display this in a PowerPoint presentation.
	Show children’s power point presentations to the class and discuss content and technical accuracy.

	To understand what life in a Victorian School was like.
	Children to take part in a morning/afternoon Victorian Schools workshop with Bolton Library Service. Children to spend the time experiencing life as a Victorian School child.
	Together draw a table on the IWB stating the advantages and disadvantages of Victorian style of schooling.

	
	
	Children to use pro-forma to write up experience as a Victorian School child.
	Children to write a recount about their workshop experience.
	Children to write a diary entry about a day at school pretending to be a Victorian school child
	

	Outcomes:

Most children will:  place the changes in the period within a chronological framework; make appropriate use of dates and terms; demonstrate knowledge and understanding about the everyday lives of children in the Victorian period; show how some aspects of the period have been interpreted in different ways; select and combine information from a range of visual, textbook and documentary sources; communicate their knowledge and understanding of changes to children’s lives in Victorian times in organised and structured ways
Some children will not have made as much progress and will: recognise some similarities and differences between the lives of children from different areas of Victorian society; ask and answer questions about the period by using at least one source of information
Some children will have made more progress and will: describe reasons for and results of particular events; use their knowledge and understanding of the Victorian period to make links with other societies and periods; select and combine information from a range of sources to reach substantiated conclusions
