In pairs the children sorted these statements into two groups that would describe two different houses. They drew pictures of what they thought the houses would look like , using the information from the statements, and discussed what it would be like to live in each house.
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The houses were built very close together. They were called ‘back to back houses’.





The streets had no drains. The cobbled roads sloped slightly down from the buildings.





They had no front gardens and opened 


straight out onto the street.





The rooms were very dark and small.





Gas street lights that gave very little light so 


the streets were quite dark.





The houses had no running water inside 


them.





Lots of people live together in the same 


house.





People got ill really easily because they lived so close together.





The houses were large with front and back gardens.





These houses were in ‘the suburbs’, away from the busy city centre.





Families shared a toilet that was in the street.





The homes were richly decorated inside with carpets and wallpaper.





Servants were hired to look after the house.





A water pump, a flushing toilet and gas lamps were found in the house.





The house had only two rooms. One room was for the bedroom, and the other for cooking, eating, washing.





Most houses had 7 rooms, a kitchen, scullery, parlour, dining room, drawing room, nursery, master bedroom and maid’s room.
