Poor Victorian Children
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Colour the title neatly. Find out what poor Victorian

children used to wear, what toys they used to play

with and what their homes were like. Draw a picture

of poor Victorian children in the box. Then write

about the lives of poor Victorian children on the

lines. Where did they live? What did they wear?

What toys did they play with? What jobs did their

parents do? Did they go to school? Did some

children work? What jobs did they have to do?
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School
Colour the title neatly. Draw a typical Victorian classroom. Write about what school was like in Victorian times. What lessons did the children have? What were the teachers like? What punishments did the teachers give the children? What are the differences and similarities compared to school today?
Toys
Colour the title neatly. Draw some pictures of the toys Victorian children played with. Then write about them on the lines. What were the toys made of? Did rich children have different toys to poor children? What toys did boys like to play with? What toys did girls like to play with? What are the differences and similarities compared to the toys you have today?
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
