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Finding Differences Game
For each round two players throw the 10-sided dice 4 times each to make two pounds and pence amounts.  Each player writes their amount in their amount column. The player with the highest amount records the difference between the two amounts in their ‘winning difference’ column (write these carefully – lining up the digits).   Repeat this for each round.  At the end of the game each player adds up their winning difference columns.  The player with the highest column addition total is the winner.
