(All say and point). 

(Split the stage in 2, one side is a French school and the other side is an English school. 2 flags and country names up. Half the children in school uniform, the other half in normal clothes. Children speaking sit in front on stage). 

_______: What were the differences we noticed between French and English schools? 

_______: They start school at half past 8. (Children arrive at French school yawning)

_______: They get two and a half hours for their lunch and have a three course meal. (French children eat slow and English children eat quickly). 

_______: They do activities in their lunchtime, like fencing. (2 children fence). 

_______: They do not wear a school uniform and call their teachers by their first names. 

_______: They have individual desks which they hang their coats and bags off. 

_______: They do not go to school on Wednesdays but have to go on Saturday mornings (French children upset (oh la la and English children happy and cheer).

_______: They do not have a lot of displays up like we do, their walls are quite bare. 

_______: They finish school at five o’clock and some stay on later until their parents have finished work.
(English children leave cheer, French children stay oh la la). 
_______: They enjoy learning English in French schools like we enjoy learning French. We love reading our favourite stories in French. We are going to show you one today. Can you guess which one it is? 
(Goldilocks and three bears on stage with signs on).
_______: That’s right: Goldilocks and the three bears! 
_______ (Narrator): Goldilocks was having fun, collecting flowers for her mother but she was getting deeper and deeper into the woods. 

_______ (Goldilocks) : (Smells flowers) mmmmmm J’aime les fleurs!

_______: Suddenly she came across a beautiful, little house. It had a very pretty garden. 
_______ (Goldilocks) : J’aime la maison, c’est belle. 
_______: Goldilocks wanted to pick some of the beautiful flowers so she knocked on the door to see if anyone was in. (Goldilocks knocks on the door). 

Nobody answered so Goldilocks went into the house. 

_______ (Goldilocks): Bonjour! Bonjour! Ah la bouillie, miam, miam! 

_______ (Narrator): On the table there were three bowls of porridge; grand, moyenne et petit. Goldilocks tried the first bowl of porridge:

_______ (Goldilocks): Aie! Trop grand

(Big arms)

_______: The first bowl was too big so Goldilocks tried the second bowl. 
_______ (Goldilocks):Aie! Trop petit

(Small arms)

_______: This bowl was too small so finally Goldilocks tried the third bowl.

_______ (Goldilocks): Super, miam, miam!
(Thumbs up)

_______ (Narrator): Goldilocks wandered into the next room with her full tummy. (Goldilocks rubs her tummy). She went into the living room where there were three chairs: grande, moyenne et petite. She sat on the first chair:
_______ (Goldilocks): Aie! Trop grande! 
(Big arms)

_______: The chair was too big for little Goldilocks so she tried the second chair.

_______ (Goldilocks): Aie! Trop petit! (Small arms)
_______: This chair was too small so Goldilocks tried the third chair.

_______ (Goldilocks): Super! (Thumbs up) 

_______ (Narrator): Suddenly, Goldilocks felt tired so she went for another wander. She went into the bedroom and saw three beds: grand, moyenne et petit. She climbed into the first bed but by now you can imagine what happened:

_______: Aie, Trop grande! (Big arms)
_______: Yes, you guessed it the bed was too big for little Goldilocks. So she tried the second bed. 

_______ (Goldilocks): Aie! Trop petit!

_______ (Narrator): The second bed was too small for Goldilocks so she tried the third bed. 

_______ (Goldilocks): Super! (Thumbs up, Goldilocks falls asleep). 

_______: As Goldilocks fell asleep, the three bears came home came home. (Three bears introduce themselves and wave). 
_______ (Baby Bear): Bonjour, je m’appelle le bebe ours.

_______ (Daddy Bear) : Bonjour, je m’appelle le pere ours.

_______ (Mummy Bear) : Bonjour, je m’appelle le mere ours

_______: Bebe ours saw someone had eaten his porridge:
_______ (Baby Bear): (Bebe ours gasps and looks upset) Oh la la! 
_______ (Narrator): Bebe ours saw someone had also sat in his chair. 

_______ (Baby Bear): (Bebe ours upset. Bebe ours gasps) Oh la la
_______: Then he saw Goldilocks asleep in his bed. This was the final straw! 

_______ (Baby Bear): (Bebe ours upset, wakes her up) OH LA LA (shouts)
(Goldilocks screams and runs away).
