Harvest Festival

Intro: Realising that we should be thankful for our food, as some people in other parts of the world have very little to eat. 

Game: Explain that the children are going to be tasting some food blind folded and are going to have to guess what fruit/veg it is. 4 children, blind folded, apple, carrot, plum, kiwi (for example)…..

Talk: Get children to understand that these foods have travelled from all over the world to reach our school. Farmers from across the globe have been nurturing their crops in order for them to grow, be harvested and reach the shops. We are lucky in this country, but in others, such as ____ children aren’t so lucky; some of the children and adults would never have tasted an apple, or carrot in their lives. 

Here’s a story to make us think about how food grows from tiny seeds, and with love, they grow until we can eat them

Story (could get children to act out): Little Red Hen – process from grain to bread. Or Deuteronomy 7:11 (God doesn’t want us to take food for granted). 

Talk: Harvest time is a time to be thankful for the food we have, and for the people who grow our food. We are very lucky that we have plenty of food and don’t have to go hungry.
