Identify and comment on the struc-
ture and organisation of texts, in-
cluding grammatical and presenta-
tional features at text level.     

I can identify the text type 
according to its presenta-
tional features and conven-
tions and I can comment on 
the writers choice of text 



Explain and comment on the writer’s 
use of language, including grammati-
cal and literary features at word 
and sentence level.    

I can explain why the writer 
has made certain language 
choices (imperative verbs, 

emotive language, figurative 
language, formal/informal etc)  



Identify and comment on writers’ 
purposes and viewpoints and the 
overall effect of a text on the 
reader.     

I can identify the 
writer’s purpose and 
viewpoint and say how 

this affects the 
reader.   



Relate texts to their social, cul-
tural and historical contexts and 
literary traditions. 

I can see how texts fit 
into the different cultures 
and times in which they 

have been set or in which 
they have been written.
