	4B: Developing images using repeated patterns

	4E: Modelling effects on screen
Children learn to enter instructions to control a screen turtle and will compare the operation of the screen turtle with a floor turtle. They learn how to write a procedure that ‘teaches’ the computer a new word and will be asked to write short sequences to produce particular shapes on screen.
