Task 4  The new steam railway line has reached our town.  What differences will this innovation bring to your circumstances in the family.
E/A  Make a collage of a steam engine using textured paper.  Use this to make a ‘moving’ rubbing picture.

Task 5  Queen Victoria will be passing through our town on her way to Inversnaid.  Describe this visit and events leading up to it.

Problem Solving  Make a 3D structure of a Victorian Milestone as seen on your way to school.   (Photograph for backup)   Discuss why these milestones were made and why there are so many of them still in this area.

Task 6  The American Civil War is lingering on into another year.  How is this war affecting the factory and therefore your family’s living situations?
E/S  Use interactive resources to find American states and discuss which states fought on each side of the War.

Task 7  Due to poor living conditions in the workers’ tenements and streets there has been an outbreak of cholera.  One member of your family has died.

Who is this member and what differences is this death and the outbreak poses on your family life.

Task 8  English You are going to be part of a debating group to discuss the recent outbreak of cholera in your town.  You should consider the causes, the remedies and how these changes could affect your family in the future.
