
How to play: Each player has a counter. Place it on one of the ( squares at the start. The first player rolls the dice, then moves that many squares through the maze. You cannot move diagonally! As you move over the squares, you must SAY the word on each square out loud. If you get stuck, you must stop on that square. The winner is the first player to reach the other side.
