SPEAKING AND LISTENING GAME – Like ‘The Apprentice’
To create speaking and listening opportunities for children, one way is to give them specific roles within a group.
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As a group the children then have a simple task.

E.g.    create a poster.

Have a variety of information available,  but only allow the RESEARCHER to collect this.

This will then encourage the rest of the team to listen carefully in order to finish the task



Manager


- Organises the group.


 -Makes sure everyone has a turn.


- Makes sure the task is completed.





Researcher


- ONLY the reporter collects the information.


- Helps the reporter.





Mentor


- Helps the other members of the group carry out their jobs.


- Makes sure everyone knows what they are doing.


-  Reports any problems to the teacher.





Scribe


- Write down the ideas from the group discussion.


- Work with the reporter to organise the information.





 





Reporter


- Works with the scribe to get all the information organised.


- Will present the information to the class.
