1. Mrs Twit

a. What was Mrs Twit like when she was younger?

b. Why did Mrs Twit change?

2. Mr Twit

a. Has Mr Twit always been like this? How do you know?
b. If you were called Mr/s Twit, how would it affect you and your life? 
3. Digging Deeper

a. What is the relationship like between the Twits?

b. Do you think they love each other? Why?

i. If you answered no to the previous question, then why do you think they got married? 

ii. If you answered yes to the previous question, then why do you think they play these tricks to each other?

c. Write out 3 words to describe their relationship. 
4. Tricks

a. Write and explain in detail, the tricks played by each person, in chronological order.

b. Number the tricks in order of nastiness, 1 being the least mean.

c. At this point in the story, who do you think is the worse person; Mr or Mrs Twit? Use evidence (quotes) and the tricks you have written down to support your answer.

(Read to page 43) Shorter Writing Assessment - Letter
Imagine you were one of the boys stuck in the tree. You come home and your mother is very angry with you, because you have come home with no trousers and are too scared to give her the reason why. She gives you a piece of paper and a pen, and asks you to write it out in a letter. 
Write a letter, as if you were one of the boys who were stuck in the tree, explaining why you have come home without your trousers and what happened to you at the Twits’ house.
Read until the end…
1. What did the monkeys do to get their own back on the twits?
2. Why did they want revenge?

3. Do you think the Twits deserved what they got? Why?

Longer Writing Assessment – Newspaper Report

Imagine that you are a journalist. You are sent to the Twits’ house to write a newspaper report about what happened to the Twits.
Remember to include:

· What happened to the Twits – how did they die?
· A description of the house and garden
· What they did in their lives
· What they were like
· A drawing of anything/anyone appropriate to the story
· Who has done it
· Use of quotes
· Pretend that you have interviewed the characters in the story. Write down in quotes what they might have said about the Twits and how they died. 

· Include the following characters:

· The two boys who were stuck in the tree
· The Roly-Poly bird

· Muggle-Wump

· Fred (the one who found them)

Newspaper features:

1. Headline – Pulls reader in – bold, catchy, a question, alliterated, rhyme

2. By-line – name of reporter

3. Lead – The introductory paragraph – using the 5 w’s and H (usually) to tell the whole story (only 1 paragraph)

4. Article (main body) – usually balanced, gives both sides, details, quotes, T+F, humour, tragedy, background information

5. Conclusion – To sum up (try to link with lead)

Remember – an article can be biased because the journalist chooses which information to include even though they do not give their opinion.
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
