	Stepping stone – Creative Development 

Explores colour, texture, shape and form in 2d and 3d

	Resources needed 

Wrapping paper, fabric samples with repeating patterns

	Lesson summary 

	Introduction

Ask children what they already know about patterns.  Stress that repetition is what makes a pattern. May be colour, or shape, simple or complicated

Look at wrapping paper and fabrics.  Ask chn to describe what they see. Do they have a favourite?

Demonstrate how to create a repeating pattern using stamps and inkpads, sponges and paints.

Mrs Hall demonstrate using Paint programme stamps to create repeating patterns. (Red group) Children will then create own sheet of wrapping paper.

Guided Group Tasks 
Using squared paper, or paper folded to create squared sections, children will choose and use 2 stampers or sponges, and 2 colours, to create a repeating pattern.

Independent Activities 
Colour in prepared pattern sheets.     Use squared paper to colour in alternate squares.

String beads in repeating colours.     

	Extension activities 

Write a number pattern, eg, 1,2,    1,2    1,2, ask friend to continue it.

ICT opportunities 

Use Paint programme to create patterns.

Assessment cues 

Can the children describe a pattern?

Can the children create a repeating pattern?
