	Who were the key Tudor people?


	Pre topic assessment, children to spider gram all they know about Tudors including time, events and people. 
Look at Tudor artefacts, what could this have been used for? Ch to draw one of the artefacts and label with possible uses, then investigate the `real` use. 
Children to interview key person from the Tudor times, what were they like, what did they do? ( Ask someone  to play the part) 

Children to write a this your life style presentation about a famous Tudor person.

	What were the key Tudor events?


	Timeline, where the Tudors fit in to our history.  Children to match up the key events with the people involved. 
Give children a blank timeline with some of the key dates on, children to find an event to match each date. 


	 Children will be able to locate the Tudor period correctly on a time line.

	Explorers, who, when, where why?
	Seascape. Ask children to make a list of three countries that do not appear on the map and to identify other differences between the Tudor maps and present-day maps. 
Give the children sources that describe going to sea during the period, e.g. navigation, food, sea monsters, superstitions, punishments, daily life and disease. Children to write diaries or letters from the explorers home to describe their lives at sea.  (literacy link)
Children to plot the main events of Drake’s voyage on a timeline. These dates and events could then be added to the world map and linked together to show Drake’s route around the world. 

Children could role play life on a ship, considering the day to day difficulties, rank of people on board etc. 
Children to write an advert for someone to join Drake on his voyage, thinking about what kind of person is requires and what their responsibilities would be. 


	 Children will find out and record aspects of the daily life of sailors. 

Children will know and understand the reasons for, and events of, exploration in the Tudor period. 


	
	
	

	What were the differences in quality of life for rich and poor?
	Look at pictures of Tudor houses, clothes; toys etc, children to work in groups to split their pictures into rich, poor justifying their choice. 
Children to know Tudor buildings looked like and what they were made of. Children will closely observe two pictures and contrast and compare in pairs.
Children will know what types of houses the rich lived in. Children to compare a rich and poor house by drawing up a chart, or by drawing the different types of home. Children will be able to summarise the differences between two types of people living during the Tudor times. Children will recognise the main advantages and disadvantages faced by rich and poor people in Tudor times.

Children will design and make the exterior of a house. Children will be able to use information sources to help in their designing. Children will use what they already know about Tudor architecture to inform their designing.

	Children will start to understand the difference between the styles of the rich and poor homes.
	Children should be able to describe the pictures and convey their opinions drawn from them.
	Pictures of Tudor houses, clothes, toys etc.

	What was life like in Tudor times?
	Children to use independent research to find out more about a chosen area of Tudor life. E.G. entertainment, looking at a theatre, Shakespeare, what life was like for children during Tudor times. 

Tudor fayre, children to learn about how Tudor people celebrated, what they wore and the foods they ate. 
	 Children will know and understand the reasons for, and events of, exploration in the Tudor period. 


	Can children use a range of sources to reconstruct aspects of the life of sailors and settlers; compare and contrast aspects of exploration in the Tudor period with today 
	
	

	What did the Tudors do for us?
	Children to investigate how the world has changed due to the Tudors. Look at what was invented during the Tudor times, what life would be like now if these things hadn’t been invented.
